 NYS Excelsior Scholarship  

The program covers tuition for eligible SUNY and CUNY students. The program will 
be phased in over three years, beginning in Fall 2017. It would first apply to families 
who earn $100,000 or less, then to those who earn $110,000 or less in 2018, and 
eventually reaching $125,000 or less in 2019.
