FAFSA Free Application for Federal Student Aid- (AVAILABLE 10/1/19)

» The FAFSA is the form used by all two- and four-year colleges, universities and career
schools for the awarding of federal student aid and most state and college aid. Students should
apply as soon as possible online via www.fafsa.gov.

> Sign up for your Federal Student Aid ID # NOW! Both Students and Parents need to have
an FSA ID. Visit www.fsaid.ed.gov to do so.

» NYS Tuition Assistance Program (TAP)
Helps eligible NY residents pay tuition at approved schools in NYS. Annual TAP awards can be
up to $5,165.00. Because TAP is a grant — it does not have to be paid back. For additional
