Equipment you need: (Boys) stick, helmet, gloves, arm 
pads, shoulder pads, cleats, mouthpieces and athletic supporter/cup.  (Girls) stick – no mesh, goggles, cleats and 
mouthpieces. 
 

Boys and Girls P.A.L. Travel League Girls (Grades 3-8), Boys (Grades 2-8):  Designed for the new 
and experienced player.  Generally, teams practice twice per week then play a game on the weekend.  There are 
9 games; 4 home, 4 away, and the league festival at the end of the season.  Second grade boys play a shorter 
season.  Practices begin in March.  Practice times are set by each coach and game times are determined by the 
league.  Games usually take place on Sundays.  7th and 8th grade teams may practice less frequently so as not to 
interfere with schedules of middle school lacrosse teams.
